a way of meeting and talking about the essence and meaning of our existence in this
world.

In a brief discussion, moderated by journalist Agné Bukartaité, music historian Danuté
Petrauskaité will talk about a little-known fact — the centenary of the cello school in
Lithuania, which dates back to 1923 and begins in Klaipéda. Gerardas Rukas, a master
and expert of instrument making and restoration, will reveal the secrets of old luthiers
of Vilnius.

Jéréme Pernoo (France) is also a cellist with an
impressive recording portfolio, who plays both the modern and baroque cello, and is
frequently involved in artistic fusion projects. For instance, he has collaborated with the
choreographer Régine Chopinot in a staged production of Bach's Suites for Solo Cello,
which toured worldwide.

What a pleasure to immerse yourselves in mellifluous, dazzling and virtuosic music
performed by such great musicians! The orchestra and soloists will spread the spirit

of works by British composers Edward Elgar, Sir William Walton and Gerald Finzi,
nostalgically reminiscent of the artistic energy of the early twentieth century, interrupted
by the outbreak of the First World War, and revived today with renewed power.

This concert celebrates a true legend of the cello - Pablo Casals (1876-1973) - a
Catalan composer, performer and humanist, whose works have graced the repertoire of
cellists around the world. He fled the country at the outbreak of the Spanish Civil War

in 1939 and from 1957 lived in Puerto Rico until his death in 1973. A beautiful story has
been circulating, shared by Yousuf Karsh (1908-2002), a well-known photographer who
photographed the composer and who spent “a few glorious hours with the maestro of
the cello” at the Abbey of Saint-Michel-de-Cuxa close to Prades, in southwestern France.
The photographer recalls that he was so moved by listening to the maestro play Bach
that he could not even take a photograph. The monastery cell also had a profound
effect, as if to convey the loneliness of the artist and his exile, the pinnacle of his art.
Karsh writes that many years later, when Casals’s portrait was exhibited at the Museum
of Fine Arts in Boston, an elderly gentleman was frequently found gazing at it. When
the curator of the exhibition dared to gently ask: “Sir, why do you stand in front of this
portrait day after day?”, the man looked at him and said: “Quiet, young man, can't you
see - I'm listening to music!”

To mark the 50th anniversary of the death of Pablo Casals, the festival will host Jordi
Pardo, Director General of the Casals Foundation, and feature a musical tribute by the
winner of the 2022 Casals Foundation Competition, Luka Coetzee, a young Canadian
cellist who has been described by Fanfare Magazine as “tonally, technically, and
musically superb” and who is known for her passion for music that she is eager to share
with audiences around the world. Her concert programme, alongside Casals’s opus,
includes works by early Romantic and 20th century composers.

Mikhail Mordvinov, a winner of international competitions, pianist and professor at the

Hanns Eisler Academy of Music in Berlin and the Anton Rubinstein Academy of Music in
Diisseldorf, will accompany the cellist.

Let's get on with our discoveries in historical instrumentology! We will meet yet another
great-grandmother of the modern cello - viola da gamba! The festival welcomes

a unique personality, Paolo Pandolfo, an Italian string player who gives you the
opportunity to hear the viola da gamba in the performance of all six cello suites by
Johann Sebastian Bach. Some of the most frequently performed solo compositions
ever written for cello, each of the Bach's suites consist of the opening prelude,
allemande, courante, sarabande, two minuets (or two bourrées, or two gavottes) and a
final gigue. Music historians have called Bach's cello suites “among the most profound
of all classical music works,” and described them as “monophonic music wherein a man
has created a dance of God."

Pandolfo is probably the only person in the world to have released a CD of these
suites performed specifically on viola da gamba. Combining creative and authentic
approaches, Pandolfo not only reads Bach's score, but also adds harmonies and
accompanies himself on the seven-stringed viol, thus revealing the authentic sound
of Bach's time. His transcription, released in 2001 (Glossa), has been beyond its
great success an important musical event and is a “must” in every complete Bach
discography, along with such benchmarks as Glenn Gould's or Gustav Leonhardt's
renderings of the Goldberg Variations or Anner Bylsma's performances of the original
cello suites.

These are the Snow in June and the Crouching Tiger
Concerto - one of the most spectacular compositions for cello and orchestra, based on
the music of the well-known film Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon by Ang Lee, for which
Tan Dun won an Oscar in 2000. The composer dedicated this concerto to his compatriot
and cello celebrity Yo-Yo Ma.

Lithuanian and Korean cellists will perform solo parts in these works, together with the
Klaipeda Chamber Orchestra and the Giunter Percussion group, conducted by Martynas
Staskus.

Gleb Pysniak has appeared at some of the world’s major concert halls, such as Vienna's
Musikverein, Amsterdam’s Concertgebouw, and Accademia Filarmonica Romana. He
has performed solo with various Lithuanian and foreign orchestras, frequently receiving
rave reviews saying, for example, that “there seems to be not a single emotion that
couldn’t be conveyed by this fiery temperamental virtuoso, stunning the audience with
his technical arsenal.”

Kyung Jun Lee, a young Korean talent currently studying in Berlin, is a laureate of the

last International Klaipeda Cello Competition. He returns to Klaipeda this year not only
as a member of the jury, but also with a load of Tan Dun’s impressive music.

The Cello Club, an ensemble
of cellists from Vilnius, and Agnija Seiko's dance company will join forces for this event.
The minimalist, undulating and trance-like work 8 by American composer Michael
Gordon not only conjures up the sound of eight cellos, but also inspires movement
artists with its unique expression. A spectacle fusing various performing arts disciplines
by Niels Claes, a Belgian dancer and choreographer, who has been based in Lithuania
since 2015 and also made a name for himself in the Netherlands, Israel, Germany,
Belgium, Hungary and other countries. In 2017, Niels Claes and Gintare Marija
Scavinskaité were awarded Golden Stage Cross as the best dance performers of the
year for their duo project Aside. In 2021, he received his second Golden Stage Cross as
the best dancer for his roles in dance performances of the Seiko Dance Company.

Today, with the enormous popularity of homogeneous ensembles in Europe, the
charismatic musicians of the Cello Club will prove how immersive the sound of eight
() cellos can be. The Cello Club was formed in 2020 by some of the most outstanding
Lithuanian cellists, members of major Lithuanian orchestras, and soloists, who have
encoded a message of openness in the group’s name. In their programmes, they often
blur the boundaries between serious art and entertainment.

The evening concert invites us to relish an unexpected combination of the cello and
concert band. This time, the cello fiesta is joined by a rare guest - the Lithuanian Armed
Forces Headquarters Band (Artistic Director and Conductor Mir. Egidijus Alisauskas).
Founded more than 30 years ago, it has been responsible not only for preserving the
tradition of music for military bands and the proper performance of foreign anthems

at ceremonies, but also for the dissemination of new, modern works, and the desire

to reach wider audiences with the help of music. The concert is playfully entitled
“Casanova’s Stories” after the Casanova Concerto for cello and concert band by famous
Dutch composer Johan de Meij. It is a musical portrait of Giacomo Casanova, the 18th-
century libertine and philosopher who captured the hearts of women, impersonated by
the solo cello. Eight musical scenes recount the highlights of Casanova’s adventurous
life: his arrest, his captivity and his escape from the notorious Piombi Prison in Venice.

Equally intriguing is the Concerto for Cello, Wind Orchestra and Rhythm Band by
Austrian composer Friedrich Gulda, which blurs the boundaries between genres and is
also full of musical adventures and events, all of which are conveyed in the spirit of jazz,
rock and improvisation. Gulda himself described the work as “jazz, minuet, rock, a little
polka, a little march, and a couple of cadenzas in which the star cellist has to improvise.”

Yes, the young cello stars are playing solo tonight! Featured in this concert are Marius
Urba (Lithuania / Germany), a pupil of Peter Bruns and Troels Svane, principal cellist
with the Bamberg Symphony Orchestra, who is described as “a great cellist with an
extraordinary sound and a warm vibrato,” and Atanas Krastev (Bulgaria), a pupil of David
Geringas and prize-winner of international competitions, who is, by the way, artistic
director of the similar festival in Bulgaria called “Cellissimo’. Both soloists are members
of the jury in this year's International David Geringas Cello Competition in Klaipéda.

The night concert can be described as an alchemy of contemporary jazz and the cello.
Like an alchemist, renowned French cellist Vincent Courtois will use his artistic powers
and spells to try to unravel the mystery of immortality and eternal life. One of the few
masters of this instrument in jazz, Courtois has been releasing solo albums since 1990.
A classical training endowed the cello virtuoso with precision, control of the instrument,
and an impeccable technique. Courtois's music paradoxically combines freedom

The festival's closing concert celebrates interaction between different but related
cultures - cultures united by the sound of the cello.

Having appeared in many guises and colours during the festival, as in a kaleidoscope,
the cello emerges here as a generalised image of universal instrument that is capable of
transcending all national and cultural boundaries, uniting different peoples, artists and
performers.

The concert is named after the cello concerto called Azul (the Spanish word for “blue”)
by one of the world's leading composers, Osvaldo Golijov. An Argentine composer

of Eastern European Jewish origin, educated in Israel and currently living in the USA,
Golijov writes music that combines cultural influences from a time when Christians,
Jews and Arabs lived in peace, with his music “flowing from three cultural streams into
one.” Commissioned by the Boston Symphaony Orchestra and premiered in 2006 with Yo-
Yo Ma as a soloist and dedicatee, this finest cello concerto so far this century originated
during the composer's experiences in the Middle East around the summer of 2000. A
renewed wave of violence enveloped the region, and when Golijov returned to New York
he visited the Hayden Planetarium. “I just was struck by this incredible planet that we
live on and how beautiful it is from above and how in a way the topographical view, you
don't get that sense of all the struggles of life on the surface of our planet,” he said.

The freedom of creativity will be illustrated by the work of young and internationally
acclaimed Estonian composer Alisson Kruusmaa whose cello concerto Ali (Wings,
2023) will receive its world premiere in the performance of its dedicatee — wonderful
Finnish cellist Martti Rousi. “For me, this work is a reflection of freedom and movement,
of the ability to soar and reach heights that would otherwise be unattainable,” says the
composer.

The Concerto for Two Violins and Orchestra (version for 2 cellos and orchestra) from
the early period of the recently deceased Lithuanian composer, Vidmantas Bartulis,
has many links in its conceptual sense with the music of Bronius Kutavi¢ius, a great
influence on Bartulis himself. Thus, this work will, as it were, inject Lithuanian identity
into the multicultural picture of the programme.

Perhaps for the first time in Lithuania, the works are performed by a truly stellar roaster
of performers, including the Lithuanian National Symphony Orchestra under the baton
of Robertas Servenikas and soloists: Martti Rousi (Finland), Enrico Dindo (Italy), Marcel
Johannes Kits (Estonia), and Krzysztof Karpeta (Poland). These are the jury members
of this year's cello competition, bringing their artistic excellence to the audience of the
International Klaipéda Cello Festival.
